Project Description:

Fambidzanai Permaculture Centre works towards achieving food secure Zim-
babwe that depends on sustainable land-based food systems (permaculture). Ac-
tivities thrive on skills training in sustainable agriculture methodologies. Train-
ings are supplemented by practical demonstrations illuminating the ecological
and economy viability of permaculture. Creating enhancing and facilitating mar-
ket opportunities for farmers produce remains a key mandate. FPC also focuses
on climate justice and leadership with the primary objective of community de-
velopment through training, awareness raising and advocacy.

Work: The organisation is failing to take care of the ever-increasing number
of people in need of help, hence the dire need of Resources Mobilization officer.
